Incheon International Airport to Seoul Station
Take A’REX to Seoul Station (the last station) and get
on the LINE 4 subway
Take the LINE 4 Subway to Dongjak Station
Once at Dongjak Station, transfer to the LINE 9 Subway
Take the LINE 9 Subway to Bongeunsa Station
Bongeunsa Station is connected to COEX
Approximate travel time: 55 minutes
Fare: KRW 4,150

Red bus: inter-city express transit
